Book Clubs Join the Technology Age

Powerpoint presentation will show these steps for setting up your group.
1. Choose the book, put up signs & advertise the date your group starts

2. Sign up participants, limit number to 10.... or not.
*Get handout from my TIE webpage.
Find the link to my TIE handouts on my library webpage.

3. Give out books, stickies, and handouts to participants on a certain date
*Get handout from my TIE webpage

4. Post to the blog weekly and remind participants to post comments on blog.

I am currently posting to blogger.com. Easy & free.

*Get link to blog on my TIE webpage. Let’s set up your blog.

Create a login for blogger.com with your email account, or create a Google
account first. Create a post. Add a link and a photo to your post.

5. Suggest participants read beyond the book — post links on blog post.
a. Author’s website
b. Links to reviews & critques
c. Links to valid sites about the topic

6. Suggest participants write a book review— post links on blog post.
a. LibraryThing librarything.com
b. Shelfari shelfari.com
c. Denver Public Library
d. Link to sites to post reviews on my TIE webpage

7. Suggest participants keep track of their own library of books — post links.
a. Shelfari.com
b. LibraryThing.com
c. Eduscapes.com, go to Teacher Tap, then Discussion Tools & Technology link.
Create a Shelfari account. Add at least one book with a summary and a
tag.

8. Remind participants of the final face-to-face discussion by delivering an invitation to
classrooms or teacher mailboxes.
*Get handout from my TIE webpage



9. At the final meeting: I bring discussion prompts and food & beverages. Participants
turn in their books. I invite them to sign up for the next book.
